Workshop: Governance and Institutions in the Infrastructure Sector
Institutional weakness and corruption have a negative influence on investment in infrastructure projects. Such projects are vital to the economic and productive development of countries in Latin America and the Caribbean. The progress and impact of the projects is often hindered by corruption, jeopardizing its quality and creating a financial burden on the States and its citizens. The topic of how to prevent corruption has become center stage in the regional public policy agenda. However, the ever-growing complexity of the subject requires States to become more knowledgeable in order to create better responses to tackle corruption.  

This workshop, which is part of the preparatory process for the VIII Summit of the Americas which will take place in Lima in April 2018, seeks to bring together a group of diverse actors to exchange their perspectives on governance and institutional capacities in the infrastructure sector. It will also provide an understanding as to why establishing cooperation mechanisms between States is needed. Lastly, the workshop will shine a light on the challenges facing our justice systems regarding corruption and discuss some preventative measures.
