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Ambassador Antonio García Revilla, National Coordinator for Peru for the Summits process and chair of the meeting, welcomed the national coordinators for the Summits process, the assistant national coordinators, the permanent representatives to the OAS, and the delegates representing the states taking part in the Summits process. The meeting was held at the Lima Convention Center. 
After calling the meeting to order, the Chair recognized Ambassador Hugo de Zela, Vice Minister of Foreign Affairs of Peru, who chaired the meeting. Vice Minister de Zela welcomed the countries and their representatives. He congratulated the delegates on the progress made with the paragraphs agreed upon in the Lima Commitment and initiated the negotiations among the States. 
1. Consideration of the draft Commitment of Lima “Democratic Governance against Corruption” 
Ambassador de Zela submitted for the delegations’ consideration the Lima Commitment “Democratic Governance against Corruption” GRIC/CA-VIII/doc.6/18 rev. 4.  The delegate of Bolivia requested the floor and in his remarks referred to the absence of a delegation specifically during the negotiations on the Lima Commitment, which had been the reason for the ad referendums to the Lima Commitment entered by the delegations of Suriname, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, and Bolivia. The delegation of Bolivia highlighted that the Summit Implementation Review Group (SIRG) operated under the rules of the Organization of American States and inquired what course of action the Chair proposed to take in that regard. In response, Ambassador de Zela said that the matter had been addressed at the third regular meeting of the SIRG and that it needed to be dealt with at a higher level, namely the ministerial SIRG scheduled for the next day. The Vice Minister stressed that the fourth regular meeting of the SIRG ought to focus on reaching agreement on the Lima Commitment. 
After inquiring what the consensus was with regard to the response and there being no objection from Bolivia, it was agreed that the negotiations should continue and that the issue raised by Bolivia be taken up at the ministerial meeting of the SIRG. The delegation of Bolivia, for its part, said that the ad referendums on the Lima Commitment would stay until the matter was addressed at the ministerial meeting, after which his delegation would take a decision with respect to the overall document. 
The delegations debated the pending paragraphs under the seven topics and preamble of the draft Lima Commitment. By the end of the discussions, agreement was left pending on preamble paragraphs 3 and 4, on which the United States had entered an ad referendum. 
2. Final considerations, other business, and adjournment of the meeting
Before adjourning the meeting, Ambassador de Zela asked the delegation of the United States to advise the Secretariat once it had received a response from its government regarding preamble paragraphs 3 and 4, in order to move forward with finalizing the document. He also asked the Summits Secretariat to prepare a “clean” version of the document for distribution to the ministers of foreign affairs, who would meet at the first ministerial meeting of the SIRG of 2018, scheduled for the following day. In addition, Ambassador de Zela invited the delegations of Brazil, Canada, the United States, and Peru to participate in the Style Committee of the Eighth Summit, which would be held on Friday, April 13, at the Lima Convention Center. 
There being no further comments from delegations, Ambassador de Zela thanked the organizations of the Joint Summit Working Group and the delegations of the participating countries in the Summits process for attending and adjourned the meeting at 7:00 p.m.
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
