Executive Summary of Canada(s National Report on Summit Implementation (June/03 - Sept/03)
Please note that all financial figures are given in Canadian Dollars.

Canada has committed more than $543 million since the Quebec City Summit to activities that support the Plan of Action.  Three new funds will provide an additional $20 million over the next four years: the Post-Summit Fund; the Indigenous Peoples Partnership Program; and the New Programming Approaches Project with the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development. These funds complement Canada(s Human Security Program, which is instrumental in working towards the realisation of the Plan of Action.

Strengthening Human Rights Systems.  Canada provided $100,000 to the Colombian Office of the Ombudsman to reduce internal displacement of indigenous peoples. Canada will provide $1.7 million over three years to generate greater understanding and respect for human rights amongst stakeholders in Colombia. United Nations High Commission for Human Rights in Mexico received $50,000 from Canada to hold regional seminars with local human rights activists and civil society organisations. The Ombudsman(s Office of Peru received $5 million from Canada to implement a five-year plan to defend and promote human rights.

Access to Justice.  The Colombian National School of Community Justice is receiving $1.4 million in Canadian support to improve access to justice by enhancing the capacity of civil society organisations to promote and use community justice mechanisms in order to resolve conflicts at the local level.

Strengthening Mutual Confidence.  Canada provided the OAS with $75,000 to promote the establishment of a hemispheric-level instrument that sets out basic common principles on the transfer of small arms and light weapons. In addition, Canada also supported the OAS with a contribution of $50,000 to create an Office of the General Secretariat in the Adjacency Zone between Belize and Guatemala that would monitor both parties( compliance with confidence building measures.

Trade and Investment.  Canada has committed $24 million over four years to assist the smaller economies in the Americas with trade-related technical assistance and capacity building associated with the ongoing FTAA negotiations and trade agreement implementation.
Corporate Social Responsibility. Canada has allocated $500,000 to promote corporate social responsibility (CSR) in the Americas by helping to apply CSR among pilot groups of small and medium sized enterprises.

Disaster Management.  Canada committed $3 million in funding over three years in support of the Pan-American Health Organization(s work on disaster mitigation, preparedness, and response.

Agricultural Management and Rural Development.  Canada has allocated $6.7 million to support rural development in Nicaragua by providing technical assistance, training and micro-credits to small farmers.

Education.  With a $6 million contribution to the Foster Parents Plan, Canada is supporting the improvement of the quality of primary education in Ecuador by ensuring culturally appropriate curricula, training and equipment for teachers, and community involvement in children(s education. 
Health and Health Sector Reform.  Canada is providing $6.7 million to help improve access to quality integrated health, water and sanitation services in El Salvador.

Communicable Diseases. Canada is providing $1.7 million to support HIV/AIDS prevention work in Honduras.

Indigenous Peoples.  Canada is helping to increase access to education for thousands of indigenous children in the poorest regions of Guatemala through a $6.7 million local development fund.
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
